S.C. ALLOCATES $10 MILLION TO REGIONAL
WORKFORCE TRAINING CENTER

The State of South Carolina’s 2023 budget included

a $10 million appropriation for TCL’s new Arthur E.
Brown Regional Workforce Training Center to be built
in Bluffton. The 50,000-square-foot, high-tech facility
will allow the college to add and expand programs

to meet current and future workforce needs in the
Lowcountry and beyond. With capacity for up to

850 students, programs will include manufacturing,
automated systems, logistics, business, computer
technology and more. The project is estimated to cost
around $26 million with a three-to-four year approval
process and construction timeline. The college is
partnering with local government and private industry
to secure remaining funding and will break ground in
the spring of 2024.
